In October, I returned to St. Theresa’s for three weeks, for my annual “let’s see how things are going” trip.  I 
am happy to report that “things are going great” at the hospital.  After three weeks of observation: 
1. The entire hospital, inside and out, has recently been painted. 
2. Patient care is truly superb for a hospital in such a rural setting and with such limited resources. 
3. The maternity department remains very busy, delivering nearly 100 babies per month.  The HIV positivity 

rate in delivering mothers has dropped from 25% in 2001 to 14% at this time.  That is still extremely high, 
but the numbers are going in the right direction. 

4. A very interesting part of this trip was to go out into the District and watch new wells being drilled and set-
up.  Sr. Andrea had received money from a donor in Scotland for two wells.  They were drilled in areas 
where there was no clean water supply and one of the areas had many cholera victims three years ago.  To 
see the joy and happiness of all the people when clean water comes out of that pump!  What a sight. 

5. Computer care and service remains a big problem.  
6. The State Registered Nursing School is doing very well.  Their pass rate in the final exams has been 100% 

and 95%. 
7. The program I am most impressed with is AIDS treatment.  To date there have been over 3200 people 

started on AntiRetroviral drugs, and most of them are alive and doing well.  St. Theresa’s remains an 
example of what can be done in rural Africa, and can be done extremely well.  ALL of the staff are to be 
commended for their attention to detail, and their ability to see large numbers of clients, interview them, 
test them, give counseling, and then start on treatment and do monthly or bi-monthly follow-up. 

 

Your donations continue to make all of this work possible.  Thanks for all that you have done in the past, and I 
hope that you can continue to help us again this year.
